About $1,700 was designated for our ôHOPE 

Christmasõ project. We had thought that we 

may not be able to do much for anyone this 

year, but instead we were able to do more 

than normal. PTL!  

  Hereõs a list of things we were able to do 

or purchase by Godõs grace thru generous 

donors: 1. purchased clothes, s and a few 

misc. things for the HOPE children; 2. 

clothes, sweaters, blankets, scarves for the 

widows; 3. had Christmas functions for the 

GVR tribal colony, HOPE staff and one for 

HOPE & HMP on Christmas Day; 4. bought 

and made clothes for the 42 tribal children; 5. gave small bonuses for the HOPE staff members (teachers, cooks, 

Buelah...bonuses ranging from $20 -$45 each); 6. 2 swing sets, providing 4 swings for the HOPE children. Again, 

many thanks  for your love and prayers.  

  The Gadhe Venkata Reddy Colony experience was truly amazing. Because of some jealousies and accusations re-

garding our motives for starting a Sunday School class in the 

village, we werenõt sure how many parents would allow their 

children to come to the Christmas program, or receive the 

clothes we had for the children. But the Lord again was SO 

gracious to us (and them), as most of the village children 

came, and Godõs love was clearly demonstrated. Thanks to 

those of you who were praying about this situation.
