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In this Journal are the testimonies of 3 more HOPE children who were baptized on 

January 10, 2009. The first is from Ludiya (11), who came into HOPE in Jan. 2004. Her 

natural father abandoned her and stepfather beat her.  

  ñMy name is Ludiya. I love HOPE. I am thanking God for bringing me to HOPE. I was 

joined in HOPE when I was studying 1st class at the age of 6 years. At home I was al-

ways sad because my stepfather gave me many troubles with hitting and harsh words.  

By Godôs plan He brought me to HOPE; Praise the Lord! Here I found happiness with all 

the children, with playing and singing songs.   

  Sometimes I would give trouble to other children by hitting them and misplacing their 

things. One day in devotions I heard Godôs commandment, ñLove your neighborò, and 

ñdisobeying the commandments is sin.ò I thought, óI am sinning against God by not lov-

ing others and giving troubles to others.ô Again I did not have peace in my heart. I asked 

God to forgive my sins. Then I had happiness in my heart.  God gave me salvation. Daily 

I am praying to God to help me love others. 

  I also took baptism on January 10, 2009. I am so happy, great joy in my heart! God 

talked with me through Luke 5:32 (ñI have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to 

repentanceò). God gave me light in my heart. He took away the darkness from my heart, 

so I have happiness in my heart. My favorite Bible verse is II Timothy 3:14-15(about 

Timothy learning the Scriptures from childhood). I understood how great is Godôs love. 

Please pray for me to always be as Godôs daughter, always living with God.ò  

  The next testimony (ñwitnessò) is from Ramya (turned 11 after the baptism). She came 

to HOPE in June ó04. Her father died of a snake bite, her mother of an unknown cause.  

  ñMy name is Ramya.  I came from a Hindu family.  We were worshipping idols.  I was 

joined in the HOPE family in 1st class when I was 6 years old. In HOPE we have devo-
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beginnings of a future ministry: Several months ago  the Lord began to speak to our hearts about future 

ministry at HOPE. Many of the children, though they are young, have expressed the desire to GO somewhere to 
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(some things mentioned are becoming a pastor, evangelist, missionary, working with youth). But the thought was 
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it be reaching out to the lost, ministering to the elderly, encouraging other youth groups, doing village ministry, or 
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involved in various types of ministry over the last few years, mostly singing and giving testimonies at their home 

or going into villages on an occasional basis. These opportunities are helping to build the compassion of Jesus 

within them, as well as equipping them to be able to sing, share, pray and testify before others. BELOW are the 

8th and 9th class children singing before a group of people in a village about 10 -15 miles from Bapatla in 2008.
