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  In July two American sisters and myself went along 

with about 17 of the HOPE family to visit a tribal col-

ony called Gadhe Venkata Reddy Colony, named after a 

politician in India. The òtribaló people of India vary in 

their particular customs and culture, but one thing 

that seems to be fairly common is that they are poor. 

Such is the case with this particular colony (village). 

Several months ago this colony, which consists of 

maybe 30-35 homes, was located in a different place, 

not far from Isaacõs native village (remember Isaac is 

Sister Buelahõs son-in-law, a part -time teacher for our 

HOPE School, and a great help in many other ways 

around the home). Isaacõs brother is working at a lake 

reservoir, and had a part in getting permission from 

the government to allow this group of people to shift 

to a beautiful location right next to the reservoir. As 

you can see in the photo below , the setting of the vil-

lage is very nice, but there is currently no electricity. 

They donõt have a well, and weõre  checking to see 

where they get their water from.  

  Although many of these villagers have turned to 

Christ over the last few years, they have no church or 

childrenõs ministry of their own. Probably every one of 

us who visited the colony in July felt like there was 

something special about our time there. Perhaps that 

feeling comes from the Heart of our heavenly Father, 

the One Who sees every sparrow that falls and has 

compassion for the weak and forgotten of  (cont. p. 2)  

hope ministering to colony  

  HOPE tries to have at least 2 or 3 meetings a year, invit-

ing the surrounding neighborhood to the home for a time 

of singing, laughter and ministry. One of those times is at 

Christmas, the others as the Lord leads. In 2009 thereõs 

been 2 youth meetings and 2 childrenõs meetings at HOPE, 

and weõre trusting that the Lord is working thru these 

meetings to draw many young peopleõs hearts unto Himself. 

Thereõs so many hurting children and youth from broken 

homes with drunken fathers and abuse. Because of men 

wasting their money (and their wivesõ money) on self, the 

children have no assurance of an education, and many girls 

have fear about marriage and their future. A great oppor-

tunity to share the love and peace of our Savior! The photo 

above is from a childrenõs meeting in July, about 150-200 

gathered at HOPE for lots of singing, 

testimonies and teaching. Pray Godõs 

Spirit will use these meetings to draw 

hearts to Himself and make HOPE a 

light to the community.  
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SUBBAMMA is a sweet woman added to 

the HOPE Manna Program recently. She 

is about 65 years old. Subbamma has one 

son who wasted all the family wealth. 

When her husband was alive, perhaps be-

cause he was no longer able to work, there 

were disputes in the home and he left to be 

in an old age home. When he was alive 

Subbamma was afraid to confess Christ 

openly because all her family was Hindus.
