SRAVANTHI is the first jewel to come into HOPE back in 

1998. When asked to give a testimony, Buelah said that Sra-

vanthi had ñmanyò more things on her heart to share, but 

Mommy stopped her at this point. 

ñMy name is Sravanthi, studying 10th class. I am the first 

girl in HOPE. I came here as an orphan at 2½ years. Praise 

the Lord that now I am 14 years old and blessed with many 

brothers and sisters. After I took baptism, day by day God is 

speaking to my heart through His Word. Recently in HOPE 

we had a discipleship camp. God touched my heart through 

a message about ñchoosing to be a discipleò. Then I under-

stood the need of obedience in my life and discipleship. I 

also learned how to do ñquiet timeò and Bible study. In 

previous days I felt very shy to share a testimony and the 

Word of God, but now God strengthened me to give testimo-

nies and to share with the children in HOPE. I am very thank-

ful to God for opening doors for His work in Gadhe Venkata 

Reddy Colony (tribal colony) and the opportunity to serve 

God. In my early years when I heard this Scripture about the 

fatherless: ñA Father of the fatherless and a Judge for the wid-

ows, is God in His holy habitation. God makes a home for the 

lonelyéò (Ps. 68:5-6), I never understood God as my Father. I 

had doubt, ñIs He a real Father? Are these words 

real?ò  Mommy explained the love of God, how He is supply-

ing needs as a Father, how He is protecting as a Father, how 

He has a plan for me to come into HOPE and is leading my 

life as a Father.  Now I believe His Words and I am not feel-

ing I am an orphan. One day Anusha, Vijaya Rani (other 10th 

grade girls) and I were praying for HOPE needs. At that time 

God spoke with me through Malachi 3:10, ñBring all the tithes 

into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house, and 

prove Me now in thisô, says the LORD of hosts, óif I will not 

open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you such 

blessing that there will not be room enough to receive it.ò 

These Words touched my heart and gave me stronger faith in 

my God.
