
 

ºGIVE ME» or ºSEND ME»? 
  As Isaiah saw a vision of the Lord and His holiness in Isaiah 6, he was 

greatly humbled before Him, seeing the wickedness of his own heart. 

ñWoe is me, for I am ruined, because I am a man of unclean lips...ò God 

forgave him of his sin, then asked, ñWhom shall I send, and who will go 

for Us?ò Isaiahôs responseð ñHere am I. Send me!ò This should not be 

an isolated occurrence that just happens in the life of certain individuals 

who have a ñspecial callingò upon their life, such as Moses, David, 

Isaiah, Paul, Hudson Taylor, Billy Graham, etc.. The response, ñSend 

meò, is what happens in the heart of every child of God who has truly 

understood that they were lost in sin, ruined, unclean, without hope and 

in need of a Savior! When I understand that Jesus Christ was spit upon, 

beaten, tortured and nailed to a Cross because of MY wickedness, and 

that He went there to redeem me from a hopeless place of judgment 

(which I totally deserve!), then I bow before Him in repentance and 

shame.  

  But what happens when I rise up from that place of brokenness before Him, forgiven of all the filth of my sinful heart? 

Do I say, ñThank You Lord for Your forgiveness, Your promises to care for me, bless me, heal me and protect me, but 

please donôt ask me to do anything for you!ò Isaiah didnôt need to hear a 30 minute sermon to teach him what his re-

sponse should be to Godôs great mercy. His heart longed for the opportunity to express his devotion to the One Who had 

saved him from his hopeless condition. Davidôs heart cried out, ñWhat shall I render to the Lord for all His benefits to-

ward me?ò(Ps. 116:12).  

  What I see in America, India, and Iôm sure is throughout the world, is a ñChristianityò that is more man-centered rather 

than Christ-centered. In other words, for the most part we follow our own dreams and desires for our life, but we want 

Jesus to hold our hand all the way. ñAnd He (Jesus) was saying to them ALL, óIf anyone wishes to come after Me, he 

must deny himself, and take up his cross daily and follow Me.ò(Luke 9:23). Are we truly following Him and His desires 

for our life, or do we want Him to follow us? And be with us wherever we go, meeting our every desire, calming every 

fear, constantly reassuring us that He loves us and will not leave us. But what about HIS desires?? As most of the world 

is still lost and going to hell, tens of millions of orphans & widows are suffering, and millions of His people around the 

world are suffering from persecution, poverty and lacking provision to do the ministry, is He really so concerned about 

meeting our selfish desires that have little or nothing to do with seeking His will for our life? Are we hearing His call as 

Isaiah did, ñWho will go for Us?ò Samuel spoke to the people, ñOnly fear the Lord and serve Him in truth with all your 

heart, for consider what great things He has done for you.ò (1Sam.12:24).  When we truly understand what great things 

He has done for us, then ñGive meò (for our own selfish pursuits) is set aside, and we cry ñSend me! Use me for Your 

glory.ò 
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
