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  Since 1998 when HOPE took in their first child, a 2 year old 

girl named Sravanthi (photo below), Buelah and the other fam-

ily members have always had the desire to take in a baby. For 

whatever reason (Heôs a lot smarter than we are) that had never 

happened until recently. On March 1st, while Buelah and our 

20 yr old Mariyamma were in Vijayawada at a diabetes clinic 

for checkups, Isaac and Smitha got a call from the hospital 

there in Bapatla. A young girl was there who had given birth to 

a baby boy just 3 days earlier, but didnôt want to keep the boy. 

When Isaac and Smitha visited with the girl (about 16) and her 

mother, they learned that the girl had been drugged, put to 

sleep and raped, thus conceiving this child. Whether or not it 

can be considered a valid excuse, in India the reality is that it is 

difficult to arrange a marriage for a girl who already has a 

child, even though she may not be guilty of any wrongdoing. 

So many people simply are not willing to take responsibility 

for a child that is not biologically their own. The girl gave 

some extra milk for another feeding or 2, then Isaac and Smitha 

took the baby with them to the HOPE girls home.  

  Needless to say, everyone is happy with the new addition to 

the HOPE family. He was named Moses, and little Moses has 

adjusted to the milk formula without any problems. PTL! 

  At present there are 33 children at HOPE, 25 girls and 8 boys. 

The 2 smallest boys, Moses and 4 yr old Yesubabu, stay at the 

girls home because of needing more care. Isaac and Smitha 

have the other 6 boys at the previous HOPE home, along with 

their own 2 small children. If youôll go to the HOPE website, 

you can get a detailed list of all the children, their names, pho-

tos, profiles and backgrounds. 

  Of our 33 precious children, we have 6 children who both of 

their parents have died. 4 children had one parent die, while the 

other abandoned them in some way. 6 more of the children had 

both parents abandon them, so in essence 16 of the children are 

total orphans, having no parents to care for them. Itôs amazing 

how many different scenarios are involved, for instance 3 of 

the children had one parent die or leave, then the step-parent 

was not willing to care for the child, so they were left with 

grandparents who were too poor to care for them. 2 of the chil-

dren were conceived through a rape, then were unwanted. A 

mother was caught in adultery and sent out of the home. A fa-

ther lied about how many times heôs been married, which re-

sulted in divorce, then the mother not wanting the boy because 

he reduced her chances of marriage...on and on the stories go, 

small children the tragic victims of broken relationships, selfish 

lifestyles, death and poverty. 

  In all 6 children have no living biological parents; 10 children 

have one parent who died; 6 children had both parents abandon 

or leave them for one reason or another; another 11 children 

had one parent abandon or leave them; 9 of the children come 

from abusive backgrounds, at least 6 of them personally being 

beaten, while the other 3 had abusive fathers, but itôs not clear 

if he had beaten the child. Only one child came to the home for 

no other reason but severe poverty, the father apparently an 

 

Above: Sister Buelah and her Aunt Deenamma are doing 

something with baby Moses, maybe changing his diaper.

first baby to come to hope  

alcoholic and not providing for the family. If you do the count, 

itôs obvious that many of the children fall into more than one of 

these categories. These children have been brought to us through 

pastors, grandparents, uncles, village elders, the hospital, a vari-

ety of sources, but we have hope that in the midst of all the pain 

and suffering, the ñFather of the fatherlessò (Ps.68:5) has led 

them to find refuge, provision and a future in the HOPE family. 

  Pray for the children, who have their year-ending exams over 

the next few weeks, especially the 10th grade girls having major 

exams which could affect the direction of their lives (10th grade 

in India is similar in importance to the 12th grade here). 

  If your heart is tender for the orphans and widows (as Godôs 

isðJames 1:27), please join us as we endeavor to be His love 

extended to the hopeless and helpless in needy places.
