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  My brother would often say, in whatever circumstances he 

was going thru (even during 18 yrs in prison), ñItôs all good.ò 

Those words have strengthened many times over the years, 

helping me to remember Romans 8:28, that our God will cause 

ALL things to work together for good for those who love Him.  

  Over the last several months Sister Buelah, her husband 

Devasahayam (overseeing construction), Isaac (principal of the 

new HOPE Public School), Smitha (helping in many ways), 

our HOPE children and others have all had a part in trying to 

get this school off to a successful beginning. There have been 

many times of discouragement, construction crews not showing 

up for days, limited funds to help us get started, obstacles to 

getting the needed transportation for the children coming to our 

school, etc.. But when itôs all said and done, here we are con-

ducting the school in nice new classrooms, with a new school 

office & bathrooms, and over 20 beautiful children besides our 

35 HOPE children. One very skinny Hindu girl was admitted 

yesterday. Sheôll start in the 2nd class, but doesnôt know her 

alphabet. My heart went out for her. Itôs more than educating 

the children; we hope to bring them to JESUS! Pray for us. 

Itôs a slower beginning than what we had hoped for, but our 

hope is in Him and His faithfulness to not only love the chil-

dren, but also to develop a school that in the future will help us 

become less dependent on foreign funds. 

  Back to my brother, Mike Kissick: having given his heart to 

JESUS, he now is leading worship in many places and helping 

hurting people who have different addictions in their lives. You

He aban-

doned her & the 2 children about the time of Sravaniõs 

(girl) birth. They were living with the motherõs brother, 

but he was weary of feeding the children. The motherõs 

working in the fields and not wanting to remarry. The 

Indian culture also makes it very difficult to remarry 

with children. Nobody knows Naveenõs birthday, so as-

signed his birthday as the day he came to HOPE.  

VILLAGE MINISTRY: When we take our HOPE children 

out for village ministry (most Friday nights), we experience 

a wide variety of circumstances and environments. The 

photo below is from the village of Karlapalem in April. The 

initial meeting place was next to a fish packing shop with 

many distractions.
