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  In early January Buelah & I took 9 HOPE girls to a village 

named Jandrapet. We had a connection there, but had never been 

there before. Perhaps for the first time, I saw Christians in India 

investing their time and money to care for the elderly. We came 

up to the church where we were about to meet the pastor, David 

Raju, who was going to take us around the village and then have 

an outdoor meeting. We started at the end of the building that was 

the church, then went inside one of 2 small rooms where Bro. 

Davidôs family stays. On the other 

end of the building was a larger room 

where they were caring for 9 elderly 

people, not all widows or widowers, 

but all in need. It was evident it was a 

struggle to care for them, but you 

have to admire the desire in their 

hearts to care for these elderly peo-

ple. RHM recently gave them over a 

monthôs supply of rice and mosquito 

nets for their cots. We hope God will 

use us to help them more in the fu-

ture. ñHe will have compassion on 

the poor and needyò Psalms 72:13 

  For those of you who read the e-mail updates, you already 

know some of these things, but weôll fill others in also. In early 

December I (Dan) arrived in India, spent a few days reconnect-

ing with the HOPE family, then left with Brother Puthra 

(Gospel Band pastor that RHM regularly supports) for village 

ministry. But first we went to a city named Nandyal to search 

for a HOPE child that was deceptively taken from the home in 

2004, and Iôve sorely missed her ever since. But the mother 

never gave us the correct address of Rekhaôs native place, so 

we searched in vain. Then for the next several days (with a pit 

stop at HOPE in between) we went for village ministry, then 

searching for more orphan children north of Hyderabad (no 

success as of yet). What a blessing to be able to spend time 

with precious Puthra and go into the villages and share the love 

and Word of God. Our passion continues to be that He would 

use us to help the poor reach out to the poor. Poor Christians 

who have the call of God and His Spirit upon their life, yet 

have little means to even feed and educate their own family, let 

alone distribute Bibles, help the widows, or whatever else may 

be on their heart. PRAY that weôll be able to help more fulfill 

their call! After this time with Brother Puthra, I spent most of 

the rest of December and January based at HOPE, though in 

and out. As mentioned in Februaryôs Journal of HOPE, it was 

an awesome time of ministry and celebration during the Christ-

mas season, God using YOU to supply many blessings there. 

  All the previous adventures pale in comparison to the excite-

ment of having my own son-in-law and daughter, Adam and 

Kristin Sauer, join me in India for the very first time. I wonder 

what was in their minds as they left cold Ohio and entered into 

this land of new smells, different foods, different culture and of 

course, people everywhere! What a joy it was as we got down
