10 widows to start receiving 2 meals a day in early 2007, six
have died, one’s alive but no longer part of HMP, 2 aren’t
coming to the home because of weak health (meals sent to
them), leaving only one of that original group who’s still able
to come to the home for meals. We praise our Father, the
“Father of the fatherless and Judge for the widow” (Ps. 68:5),
for opening our eyes to the plight of the widow so that He can
love them through us.
